Dear Parent/Carer 

Musical instrument choice for academic year 2024/2025 for current Year 4 and 5 pupils 

We encourage learning to play a musical instrument at Wordsworth Primary. There are many benefits to 

learning to play a musical instrument. These range from developing brain power and co-ordination to 

building confidence and creativity. Children make new friends through musical activities both in school 

and in the wider community and above all it is fun and a chance to develop a new skill. 

Which instruments are available? 

Violin, Viola, Cello, Guitar, Woodwind and Brass lessons are available in Years Five and Six. Children who 

already play these instruments can continue. If your child does not yet play an instrument, he or she can 

start Clarinet, Trumpet or Guitar lessons as a beginner.  

How much does it cost to learn an instrument in school? 

The teaching is provided by Southampton Music Service. The cost for a year’s tuition will be £185. This 

works out as a £20 deposit due in the Summer term, then £55 per term for the Autumn, Spring and 

Summer terms. This charge is reviewed annually. The instruments are loaned out from Southampton 

Music Services which cost £50 per year or you can provide your own instrument.  There may be 

occasional extra costs such as instrument reeds and strings and music tutor books (usually £5 - £10). The 

total price of a year’s instrumental learning will therefore be around £240. 

My child receives the Pupil Premium. How much will I need to pay? 

If your child receives the Pupil Premium, the charge is £30 for the year. £10 as a deposit in the Summer 

term 2024 and the remaining £20 in the Autumn term. The school will pay for the rest of the cost of 

learning and for the instrument hire. 

Individual Lessons 

Sometimes children in previous groups stop learning and our group sizes get smaller as children move up 

the school. If your child ends up having a lesson on his/her own in September, they would only receive a 

10 minute lesson. If you wish to increase the time to 20 minutes, you would need to pay Southampton 

Music Service directly. This will cost £165 per term. You will be able to select this option later in June, 

when we send out the Parent Agreement forms. 
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How are the groups organised? 

At our school the children will be taught in groups of between 4 and 6. Children in groups of 4 will receive 

a 20 minute lesson, groups of 5 will have 25 minutes and groups of 6 will have 30 minutes. We have to try 

to balance the number of instruments that we teach so that no group is overly large and we cannot start 

a group off with less than 4 players. 

When do lessons take place? 

Lessons are held during the school day once a week. They are sometimes over a break time or lunchtime 

and sometimes during lesson times. We try to avoid the children missing English and Maths but 

occasionally the lessons may be at these times. The timetable is set by Southampton Music Service but 

they do try to tailor it to our requirements.  

How many lessons will my child have over the year? 

The music service guarantee 33 lessons over the year which obviously averages out at 11 per term. This 

allows for staff absence, Music Service Inset days etc. 

What do I need to do for my child to be placed in an instrumental group? 

To help us to organise the lessons, we ask you to fill in the slip below and return it to school by Friday 7th 

June. I will contact you later in June with a form to fill in and request the deposit. This will form an 

agreement to starting lessons later in September and you will be liable for a full year’s worth of fees (an 

additional £165, or £20 if your child receives the Pupil Premium) even if your child gives up part way 

through the year.
