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There has been an increase in inappropriate use of online
platforms such as Snapchat and WhatsApp in Year 6.

Examples of misuse are:

o Videoing or voice recording other people without their
consent.

o Snapchat instant messaging of offensive or upsetting mes-
sages with often inappropriate connotations.

o Creating groups, including older siblings and excluding chil-

dren from these groups as a form of bullying.

A letter has been given to your child today to bring home about
the way we have addressed this inhouse and the extra PSHE As-
sembly the children received.
